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Different Generations, Different Attitudes
toward Sexual Diversity in Thai Society

Abstract

This article aims to present attitudes toward sexual diversity in Thailand and how these
attitudes differ across generations. Data from two national surveys conducted in 2008 and 2011 are
analyzed. The four types of sexual diversity studied are men who behave like women, women who
behave like men, men who have sex with men, and women who have sex with women. Survey
samples were grouped according to generations which are Silent Gen, Baby Boomer, Gen Y, and
Gen X. Overall, the majority of respondents do not accept sexual diversity. Acceptance of men and
women who behave as the opposite sex is greater than acceptance of men and women who are
homosexual. The members of Gen Y (youngest generation) are four times more likely to accept
sexual diversity than the oldest generation (Silent Gen). It is typical that attitudes are shaped by
culture and socialization, life experiences and information that differ in different periods of time.
Other significant factors influencing attitudes toward sexual diversity are sex, marital status,
education, religion, region and place of residence. Moreover, more accepting attitudes were found
to be greater in 2011 than 2008.
